PLAY EQUIPMENT AND ACCESSORY STRUCTURES

ARTICLE XII, SECTION 14  of the Declaration.  All exterior recreation and play equipment, including but not limited to basketball goals, swing sets, jungle gyms, tennis courts soccer goals etc. shall not be permitted without the written approval of the Board of Directors of the association. In reviewing such applications, the Board of Directors shall insure all appropriate play equipment and accessory structures are located on the non-elevation side of the driveway. The materials of said equipment shall be void of advertisement, and in the event the adjacent neighbors(s) could be affected (this is limited to basketball goals where an over shot ball could land in the neighboring property), the party requesting the play equipment shall obtain the neighbors sign off of said equipment.

The Board of Directors has delegated the above duties to the ACC committee.

Temporary Basketball Goals 

 One regulation-size or smaller, professional mobile backboard may be placed on the property after the owner submits an Application for Architectural Review form and the Architectural Control Committee (ACC) approves the request in writing. Application must show height and color. Application must be accompanied with this form and a neighboring property sign off form with all signatures of owners with connecting properties. And only on the condition that the temporary basketball goal is stored within 10 feet of the house and laid down when not is use. All equipment must be maintained on a regular basis by the homeowner to preserve community standards. Goals are only to be use on the driveways between the house and the sidewalk, not in the streets.

Play Structures 

Play structures may be installed after the owner submits an Application for Architectural Review form and the Architectural Control Committee (ACC) approves the request in writing. Application must show height, color, and location of installation on plot plan. Application must be accompanied with this form and a neighboring property sign off form with all signatures of owners with connecting properties. All equipment must be maintained on a regular basis by the homeowner to preserve community standards.

 All recreational equipment to include, but not limited to, small children's basketball boards, large toys, Bikes, and other miscellaneous personal items which should be stored out of public view when not in use.
