For the majority of my tenure on the BOD, I had the 
opportunity to perform the function of the Treasurer.  In 
this time frame, the BOD has made great strides in both 
improving the community as a whole as well as 
improving the financial strength of the community.  
Working diligently, the BOD has solidified our expense 
tracking, tracking and gathering 5 years of historical 
data.  This organization of information has allowed the 
Board to accurately project annual spending in recent 
years, manifesting a projected 10% savings in 2006.  
Saving money is quite easy if the BOD simply chose to 
not invest in the community.  The opposite is quite a 
challenge and the BOD has successfully navigated the 
balance of savings and investment over the last several 
years.  While increasing our reserves (savings) 
dramatically we have consistently invested in short and 
long term improvements to our community assets, 
including improvements to the clubhouse, the pool, the 
fitness center, our greenery, our infrastructure and so 
much more.  All of this investment combined with 
structured savings in a time frame when insurance and 
fuel costs have skyrocketed and our annual POA fees 
have not.  For those of you not familiar with what the 
POA spends its money on, almost all major expenditures 
are greatly affected by those two factors, insurance and 
fuel (our own insurance, electric bills, lawn and pond 
service, various construction & maintenance 
subcontractors, etc.).  
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One major reason for the success we enjoy in having a 
beautifully maintained community is the dedicated 
individuals who work as the attendants at the clubhouse 
and in maintenance.  All these residents take great pride 
in both their work and our neighborhood.  These 
gentlemen do so much to protect our assets, repair and 
maintain our facilities and are probably the number one 
reason we are able to curtail our expenditures in terms 
of our maintenance and repair costs, allowing that 
money to be invested in improvements.  From the guy 
who’s added up the numbers over the last few years, 
thank you! 
 
All-in-all, the BOD is an organization dedicated to 
improving our community; it was before I was a member 
and will be long after I’m gone.  I’m extremely confident 
that the Board will continue its successful work towards 
the same goal of financial stewardship and continual 
improvement over the next year and beyond.  I look 
forward to getting to a position where I can once again 
serve on the BOD and pledge my support to my fellow 
Board members in whatever capacity I can during the 
mean time.  I’m very proud to live and serve the 
community of Stagecoach and very thankful that we 
have such a dedicated group of community service 
minded residents.
