From the Board President 
  
This year has certainly gone by fast.  It has been a 
relatively quiet, but productive one.  We have 
implemented some changes that you should be aware 
of: 1) the pool rules have been modified, 2) a “No skate 
board, roller blade or skates” sign was placed at the club 
house steps (and pavers), and 3) a new facility rental 
agreement has been implemented.  These are policy 
changes that the Board approved. 
 
The Board also approved the allocation of money for:  
1) resurfacing the parking lot at the club house,

under the fence, 3) purchasing new equipment for the 
weight room, 4) the installation of hurricane film on the 
windows at the club house, 5) the installation of  a 
drinking fountain (non cooled) by the basket ball court, 
and 6) purchasing more chairs for the pool area  These 
are just some of the improvements that  have been 
made over the past year. Your Board of Directors will 
continue to look for ideas that will improve our 
neighborhood.  
 
As the end of the year approaches, thoughts turn 
towards the holidays. I would like to wish everyone the 
happiest of the seasons.   I would also like to remind 
everyone of the upcoming annual meeting and board 
elections.   We will have three positions to fill this year 
and I can not stress enough the importance of getting 
your votes in.  If we do not have a quorum, we can not 
hold our annual meeting nor can we elect new members. 
So please get your proxies in when they come. 
 
We also have a continual need for volunteers in the 
community for various activities and for the security 
patrol.  It just takes a little of your time to make a huge 
difference.

Speeding and illegal Parking 
Have you checked your speed while traveling the streets 
of Stagecoach?
