Arose is arose is a rose; just like a storage shed is a
utility shed is a lawn and garden shed. A shed, by any
other name, is still a shed and is not allowed in
Stagecoach. This is an integral part of both our
Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions For
Stagecoach Property Owners Association, Inc.

Article XlI Section 13. Tents, Trailers and
Temporary Structures. Owners or occupants
shall not place upon a unit or any part of the
properties any tent or trailer or any structure of a
temporary nature, such as a tent, shack, or utility
shed.

And our Stagecoach Property Owners Association, Inc
Architectural Review Requirements,

5.31 Storage Sheds. All storage sheds are
prohibited.

Now to the residences that have storage sheds... and
the all too familiar statement “but you can't see it
because it's hidden behind my fence”. You are in
violation, and may receive a violation letter telling you to
remove your shed. Just because it can’t be seen doesn't
make it acceptable.

The thought of unsightly tin or plastic storage sheds
dotting the back yards of our beautiful community is the
reason this restriction was written.

Criminal Activity in Stagecoach
Just when you think the
neighborhood is safe, another
incident occurs to remind you to
watch your surroundings and
protect the neighborhood. In
August, Stagecoach had two auto break-ins. The
weekend of August 11-12, one of our residents left their
car unlocked and someone went through the contents of
the car's interior. Please lock your vehicles and
property to protect yourself from being a victim.

Unfortunately, there are still a few teens and pre-teens
who reside in Stagecoach that have no respect for the
community that they live in. Vandalism continues to
occur in the park and common areas. The replacement
of broken landscape lights is an expense to each
resident. Now, vandals have started spray-painting
graffiti in the common areas around Stagecoach. The
graffiti contains some very harsh words and comments.
It's a sad day in this beautiful community when such
things are happening. These incidents, along with the
suspects, are being reported to the Sheriff's office.
Offenders will be prosecuted. The cost related to fixing
these damages is unnecessary for residents in
Stagecoach, | am sure the offenders could use their
energy for more productive endeavors than defacing and
destroying Stagecoach.

Be aware of what is happening around your home and
the Stagecoach community. If you notice any suspicious
activity in the neighborhood, please call the Pasco
Sheriff's Office and report the activity. The Sheriff's
Deputies are very busy with various calls which are
prioritized by the seriousness of the incident. Some
incidents are investigated immediately, while others are
reviewed when time is available. Often repeated reports
of a similar incident can change the priority of the
investigation. Please take the time to report suspicious
activity to the Sheriff's Office. The non-emergency
number is 929-1204. But, of course, if itis an
emergency, call 911.

Your Community Security Patrol

The Stagecoach Security Patrol is looking for a few more
good homeowners to become members of the Team. |
would like to thank the newest members of the Security
Patrol who joined the team. All you have to do is submit
an application (which | can get for you) to the Pasco
Sheriff's Office. Once approved, you would be required
to have a pictured ID issued. That can be arranged at
your convenience. Fred Dichter and | received training
on the process and can accommodate most any
schedule. (That cost is $2.00) Then, we assign you to a
patrol with an experienced team member. After that
initial patrol, you would be set-up with a patrol partner
and assigned to a schedule. Normally, you would be
scheduled to patrol once every other month. A 4-hour

training session is required and conducted by the
Sheriff's Office, which is scheduled periodically.

ARTICLE Il

PROPERTY

Every Owner and the Declarant shall have a right and
easement of enjoyment in and to the Common Area
subject to this Declaration and to any restrictions or
limitations contained in any deed or amendment to this
Declaration conveying to the Association or subjecting to
this Declaration such property, except that the Owners of
and tenants in an Apartment Building shall not have the
right to use the Recreation Facilities. Any Owner may
delegate his or her right of enjoyment to the member of
his or her family, tenants, and social invitees subject to
reasonable regulation by the Board and in accordance
with procedures it may adopt. If ingress or egress to any
Home is through the Common Area, any conveyance or
encumbrance of such Common Area is subject to an
easement to Home Owner for ingress and egress to the
Unit.

The Board of Directors by resolution may extend
permission to recognized community leagues, or
religious or school groups to use certain of the recreation
facilities within the Properties subject to such terms and
conditions as the board may impose.

ARTICLE Il

MEMBERSHIP AND VOTING RIGHTS

SECTION 1. Membership. Every Owner, as defined in
Section 17 of Article I, and ~ the Declarant shall be
deemed to have a membership in the Association. No
Owner, whether one or more persons, shall have more
than one (1) membership per Home owned. In the event
the Owner of a Home is more than one person or entity,
votes and rights of use and enjoyment shall be as
provided herein. The rights and privileges of
Membership, including the right to vote, may be
exercised by a Member or the Member's spouse.

follows:

Class "A". Class "A" Members shall be all Owners with
the exception of the Class "B" Members, if any.

Class "A" Members owning Units other than Units in an
Apartment Building shall be entitled to one (1) vote for
each Unit in which they hold the interest required for
membership by Section | hereof; Class "A" Members
owning Units in an Apartment Building shall be entitled
to one-quarter (1/4) of a vote for each Unit in an
Apartment Building.

When more than one person or entity holds such interest
in any Home, the vote for such Home shall be exercised
as those persons or entitles themselves determine and
advise the Secretary of the Association prior to any
meeting. In the absence of such advice, the Unit's vote
shall be suspended in the event more than one person
or entity seeks to exercise it.

Any Owner of a Home which is leased may, in the lease
or other written instrument, assign the voting right
appurtenant to that Home to the lessee, provided that a
copy of such instrument is furnished to the Secretary
prior to any meeting.

(b) Class "B". The Class "B" Member shall be the
Declarant and any successor of Declarant who takes title
for the purpose of development and sale, and who is
designated as such in a recorded instrument executed
by Declarant. The Class "B" Member shall have three (3)
votes for each Home allowed to be built by the Master
Development Plan on each

Parcel owned by the Class "B" Member. TheClass "B"
membership shall terminate and become converted to
Class "A" membership within one hundred twenty (120)
days of the happening of the earlier of the following:

(i) when the total outstanding Class" A" votes equal or
exceed seventy-five (75%) percent of the Units permitted
by the Master Development Plan for the property
described on Exhibit "A" and "B";

(ii) January 1,2015; or
(iii) when, in its discretion, the Declarant so determines.

From and after the happening of these events,
whichever occurs earlier, the Class "B” Member shall be
deemed to be a Class "A" Member entitled to one (I)
vote for each Unit other than a Unit in an Apartment
Building, and one-quarter (1/4) of a vote for each Unit in
an Apartment Building, in which it holds the interest
required for membership under Section 1 hereof. At-
such time the Declarant shall call a meeting, as provided
in the By-laws of the Association for special meetings, to
advise the membership of the termination of Class "B"
status.
