Vandalism, Theft, and Suspicious 
Activity Occur in Stagecoach  
Vandalism continues to occur in the 
park and common areas.  Then, 
there is the Recreation Center 
bathroom problem; Teens went into 
the men’s rest room and proceeded to pack the toilet 
with paper towel.  Thus resulted in a plumbing problem.   
The cost related to fixing these incidents is unnecessary 
for residents in Stagecoach. I am sure the offenders 
could use their energy to more productive endeavors 
than defacing and destroying Stagecoach. Parents, 
speak to your teens about respect for the property of 
others. Would they like it if someone damaged their 
personal things? 
 
It was recently reported that gas was siphoned out of the 
gas tank of a car.  It was also mentioned that several 
other neighbors had the same problem. 
 
Unusual activity, in the recreation center parking lot, was 
witnessed on a Saturday evening after 10:00 pm. A car 
pulled up in the parking lot, other cars would pull up, and 
people would approach the car and then leave.  This is 
not a good sign. This has indications that it could be 
criminal activity. Be aware that the Rec.Center closes at 
9:00 p.m.  
  
If you notice any suspicious activity in the neighborhood 
please, call the Pasco Sheriff’s Office and report the 
activity.  The Sheriff’s Deputies are very busy with 
various calls which are prioritized by the seriousness of 
the incident.  Some incidents are investigated 
immediately and others are reviewed when time is 
available. Often repeated reports of a similar incident 
can change the priority of the investigation.  Please take 
the time to report suspicious activity to the Sheriff’s 
Office.  The non emergency number is 929-1204 but, of 
course, if it is an emergency call 911.

ARTICLE V 
 INSURANCE AND 

CASUALTY LOSSES  

SECTION 1.  Insurance. The 
Association's Board of Directors, or its duly authorized 
agent, shall have the authority to and shall obtain 
blanket all-risk insurance, if reasonably available, for all 
insurable improvements on the Common Area. If blanket 
all-risk coverage is not reasonably available, then at a 
minimum an insurance policy providing fire and 
extended coverage shall be obtained. This insurance 
shall be in an amount sufficient to cover one hundred 
(100%) percent of the replacement cost of any repair or 
reconstruction in the event of damage or destruction 
from any insured hazard.  

In addition to casualty insurance on the Common Area, 
the Association may, but shall not under any 
circumstances be obligated to, obtain and continue in 
effect adequate blanket all-risk casualty insurance in 
such form as the Board of Directors deems appropriate 
for one hundred (100%) percent of the replacement cost 
of all structures comprising Residential Units. In the

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event such insurance is obtained by the Association, the 
provisions of this Article shall apply to policy provisions, 
loss adjustment, and all other subjects to which this 
Article applies with regard to insurance on the Common 
Area. All such insurance shall be for the full replacement 
cost. All such policies shall provide for a certificate of 
insurance for each member insured to be furnished to 
the Association, as applicable.  

The Board shall also obtain a public liability policy 
covering the Common Area, the Association and its 
Members for all damage or injury caused by the 
negligence of the Association or any of its Members or 
agents. The public liability policy shall have at least a 
One Million ($1;000,000.00) Dollar single person limit as 
respects bodily injury and property damage, a Three 
Million ($3,000,000.00) Dollar limit per occurrence, if 
reasonably available, and a Five Hundred Thousand 
($500,000.00) Dollar minimum property damage limit.  

Premiums for all insurance on the Common Area shall 
be common expenses of the Association. The policy 
may contain a reasonable deductible, and the amount 
thereof shall be added to the face amount of the policy in 
determining whether the insurance at least equals the 
full replacement cost. The deductible shall be paid by the 
party who would be responsible for the repair in the 
absence of insurance and in the event of multiple parties 
shall be allocated in relation to the amount each party's 
loss bears to the total. Deductibles on damage caused 
by errant golf balls shall be allocated either to the Owner 
or golfer as provided by law, but under no circumstances 
shall the Association be responsible.  
Cost of insurance coverage obtained by the Association 
for the Common Area shall be included in the Operating 
Costs, as defined in Article I, Section 15 and as more 
particularly described in Article X, Section 3. All such 
insurance coverage obtained by the Board of Directors 
shall be written in the name of the Association as 
Trustee for the respective benefited parties, as further 
identified in (b) below. Such insurance shall be governed 
by the provisions hereinafter set forth:  
 
(a) All policies shall be written with a company licensed 
to do business in Florida which holds a Best's rating of A 
or better and is assigned a financial size category of XI 
or larger as established by A.M. Best Company, Inc., if 
reasonably available, or, if not available, the most nearly 
equivalent rating.  
 
(b) All policies on the Common Area shall be for the 
benefit of the Owners and their Mortgagees as their 
interests may appear.  
 
(c) Exclusive authority to adjust losses under policies in 
force on the Properties obtained by the Association shall 
be vested in the Association's Board of Directors; 
provided, however, no mortgagee having an interest in 
such losses may be prohibited from participating in the 
settlement negotiations, if any, related thereto.  
 

(d) In no event shall the insurance coverage obtained 
and maintained by the Association's Board of Directors 
hereunder be brought into contribution with insurance 
purchased by individual Owners, occupants, or their 
mortgagees. 
  
(e) All casualty insurance policies shall have an inflation 
guard endorsement, if reasonably available, and an 
agreed amount endorsement with an annual review by 
one or more qualified persons, at least one of whom 
must be in the real estate industry and familiar with 
construction in the Pasco County, Florida, area. . 
  
(f) The Association's Board of Directors shall be required 
to make every reasonable effort to secure insurance 
policies that will provide for the following:  
 
(i) a waiver of subrogation by the insurer as to any 
claims against the Association's Board of Directors, its 
manager, the Owners, and their respective tenants, 
servants, agents, and guests;  
 
(ii) a waiver by the insurer of its rights to repair, and 
reconstruct, instead of paying cash;  
 
(iii)  that no policy may be canceled, invalidated or 
suspended on account of anyone or more individual 
Owners;  

(iv)  that no policy may be canceled, invalidated, 
suspended on account of the conduct of any Director, 
officer, or employee of the Association or its duly 
authorized manager without prior demand in writing 
delivered to the Association cure the defect and the 
allowance of a reasonable time thereafter within which 
the defect may be cured by the Association, its manager, 
any Owner, or mortgagee;  

(v)  that any "other insurance" clause in any policy 
exclude individual Owners' policies from consideration; 
and  

(vi)  that no policy may be canceled or substantially 
modified without at least ten (10) days' prior written 
notice to the Association.  

In addition to the other insurance required by this 
Section, the Board shall obtain, as a common expense, 
worker's compensation insurance, if and to the extent 
necessary, and a fidelity bond or bonds on directors, 
officers, employees, and other persons handling or 
responsible for the Association's funds. The amount of 
fidelity coverage shall be determined in the directors' 
best business judgment but may not be less than three 
(3) months' assessments, plus reserves on hand. Bonds 
shall contain a waiver, of all defenses based upon the 
exclusion of persons serving without compensation and 
may not be canceled or substantially modified without at 
least ten (10) days' prior written notice to the 
Association.
