Deed Restriction Reminders

First off, Commercial vehicles…..they are not permitted 
to be parked outside of a residence.  This not only 
applies to daylight hours but at all times. Being that the 
property manager drives through during the day, he 
does not see most of them, but that does not mean they 
are allowed.  Also, vehicles should not be parked in 
the streets unless a permit (usually for parties) is 
obtained from the county.  These are county roads 
and cars in the street can be ticketed. Also, dealing with 
vehicles, cars that appear to be non-drivable or not 
registered are not allowed, nor are cars (or trucks) 
on blocks. This is a deed restricted community, as you 
are all aware. The restrictions are in place to keep this 
community looking its best and somewhere we should all 
be proud to live in.

Security Patrol 
The Stagecoach Security Patrol is 
looking for a few more good 
homeowners to become  members 
of the Team.  All you have to do is 
submit an application (which I can 
get for you) to the Pasco Sheriff’s Office.  Once 
approved, you would be required to go to the Crime 
Prevention office and have a pictured ID issued.  (That 
cost is $2.00) Then, we assign you to a patrol with an 
experienced team member.  After that initial patrol, you 
would be set-up with a patrol partner and assigned to a 
schedule.  (Normally, once every other month) 
 
Crime Statistics 
The 2006 crime stats were the lowest they have been for 
the past 5 years since the Stagecoach Security Patrol 
began and since we have tracked them. The crime stats 
can be viewed on the wevsite 
(www.stagecoachfl.org) 
 
Vandalism on the Rise 
 We have another concern in Stagecoach.  Vandalism is 
increasing.  Vandalism costs each homeowner money.  
The repairs or replacement of these incidents cost real 
money that is taken from our homeowner association 
dues.  The vandalism is being caused by our own 
residents.  Middle school-age children are breaking 
lights, damaging the fountains, damaging the various 
section markers like “Cottonwood” and now posted signs 
are being torn down and thrown in the ponds.  I am 
asking that any of this activity be reported to the Sheriff’s 
Office.  Parents, I am pleading with you as a resident, 
homeowner, and Security Patrol member please tell your 
children to not participate in this activity.  Vandalism is 
not cool or a joke.  The Security Patrol does report these 
incidents to the Sheriff’s office and when we identify an 
individual that information is also passed on to the 
sheriff. Vandalism is worse than theft. When vandalism 
occurs,  WE ALL LOSE.

The Pasco Sheriff’s office advised us of a new criminal 
action called “lock bumping”

in the neighborhood, please call the Pasco Sheriff’s 
Office and report the activity.  The Sheriff’s Deputies are 
very busy with various calls which are prioritized by the 
seriousness of the incident.  Some incidents are 
investigated immediately others are reviewed when time 

is available.  Often repeated reports, of a similar 
incident, can change the priority of the investigation.  
Please take the time to report suspicious activity to the 
Sheriff’s Office.  The non emergency number is 929-
1204 but, of course, if it is an emergency call 911.  Do 
your part to help our community be safe and crime 
free.

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Vandalism & Youth Behavior 
 

The senseless and malicious destruction of Stagecoach 
property has cost the property owners of this community 
thousands of dollars.  Residents and attendants have 
witnessed adolescents, who live in Stagecoach, 
vandalizing several common areas throughout 
Stagecoach (These acts are listed on the front page and 
in the “Crime Watch” article). Parents, tell your children 
that vandalism is not funny. It is a criminal act that can 
and will result in the arrest and prosecution of the 
perpetrator.   
 
In the last year, 54 landscape and waterfall lights have 
been broken due to vandalism. No future repairs will be 
done until the vandalism problem is under control. 
Parents, be aware of what your children and their friends 
are doing. Talk to them about this serous community 
problem. It will save you from a possible increase in 
quarterly assessments.  Help us help you.    
 
Another problem involving Stagecoach youth, is the act 
of lying on the pavement in the streets. These acts have 
been witnessed by Stagecoach attendants and residents 
after school buses have dropped students off (after 3:00 
pm).  It would be most regrettable and painful if one of 
these youths would be injured or killed by a motor 
vehicle as a result of this behavior. Parents, you are 
responsible for the acts of your minor children (under 18 
years of age). We plead with you to speak to your 
children about this behavior.
