Crime Watch

Neighborhood Vandalism
Continues
There are still a few teens and pre-

teens that have no respect for the TAKE A BITE DUT
community in which they live and "
respect starts in the home.

Vandalism continues to occur in the park, at the pool
gate, and in the common areas. Also, homeowners
have witnessed (and photographed) three youths
standing and sitting on the Cottonwood and Redrock
islands. These structures are not solid. They are merely
plaster covered wire. The youths were lucky that the
plaster did not crack and cause them any injury or incur
any repair expenses to their parents. Parents, be
informed that if any injury were to occur due to this type
of behavior, the POA is not responsible. Another act of
vandalism is the breaking of landscape lights. It is an
expense to each resident every time one is replaced. In
recent months, graffiti has started to appear. Harsh
words/comments are being spray-painted and sexual
comments are being written with marker on Stagecoach
common property. These incidents, along with the
suspects, are being reported to the Sheriff's office.
Offenders will be prosecuted. The repairs and
replacements due to this vandalism have become quite
costly for residents in Stagecoach, | am sure the
offenders could use their energy for more productive
endeavors than defacing and destroying Stagecoach
property. To the youths who are guilty of these acts, it
makes no sense to destroy the very place YOU live.

Be aware of what is happening around your home and
Stagecoach. If you notice any suspicious activity in the
neighborhood please call the Pasco Sheriff's Office and

report the activity. The Sheriff's Deputies are very busy
with various calls which are prioritized by the
seriousness of the incident. Some incidents are
investigated immediately while others are reviewed
when time is available. Often repeated reports of a
similar incident can change the priority of the
investigation. Please take the time to report suspicious
activity to the Sheriff's Office. The non-emergency
number is 929-1204 but, of course, if it is an emergency
call 911.

Fred Dichter and | received training
on the process and can accommodate most any
schedule. (That cost is $2.00) Then, we assign you to a
patrol with an experienced team member. After that
initial patrol, you would be set- up with a patrol partner
and assigned to a schedule. (Normally, once every
other month.) A 4-hour training session is required and
conducted by the Sheriff's Office, which is scheduled
periodically. The driver receives a $10 gas allowance for
the patrol.

ARTICLE IV
MAINTENANCE

SECTION 1. Association's

Responsibility. The Association
shall maintain and keep in good repair the Area of
Common Responsibility, such maintenance to be funded
as hereinafter provided. This maintenance shall include,
but not be limited to, maintenance, monitoring, repair,
and replacement, subject to any insurance then in effect,
of all landscaping and other flora, structures, wetland
mitigation areas, wetlands and improvements situated
upon such areas.

The Association may, in the discretion of its Board,
assume the maintenance responsibilities set out in this
Declaration or in any Subsequent Amendment of
Declaration subsequently recorded upon any Land
Segment upon all or any portion of the Properties. In
such event, all costs of such maintenance shall be
assessed only against those Members residing in the
portion of the Properties to which the services are
provided. This assumption of responsibility may take
place either by contract or because, in the opinion of the
Board, the level and quality of service then being
provided is not consistent with the Community-Wide
Standard of the Properties. The provision of services in
accordance with this Section shall not constitute
discrimination within a class.

Amended 06-23-99 The Association shall be
responsible for the operation and maintenance of the
Surface Water Management System as part of the
Common Areas.

SECTION 2. Owner's Responsibility. In accordance
with this Declaration and any additional declaration and
Subsequent Amendments to this Declaration which may
be filed on portions of the Properties, all maintenance of
a Unit and all structures, parking areas and other
improvements within a Home shall be the sole
responsibility of the Owner thereof who shall perform
such maintenance in a manner consistent with the
Community-Wide Standard of the Properties and the
applicable covenants; provided, further, if this work is not
properly performed by the Owner, the Association may
perform it and assess the Owner; provided, however,
except when entry is required due to an emergency
situation, the Association shall afford the Owner
reasonable notice and an opportunity to cure the
problem prior to entry.

SECTION 3. Party Walls.

(a) General Rules of Law to Apply. To the extent not
inconsistent with the provisions of this Section, the
general rule of law regarding party walls and party roofs
and liability for personal damage due to negligence of

willful acts or omissions shall apply to all Party Walls
within Stagecoach, Which are built by Declarant as part
of the original construction of the Homes and any
replacement thereof. In the event any portion of any
structure or facility, as originally constructed by
Declarant, including, without limitation, any Party Wall,
shall protrude over an adjoining Home, it shall be
deeded that such Owners have granted perpetual
easements to the adjoining Owner or Owners for
continuing maintenance and use of the projection or
Party Wall. The foregoing shall also apply to any
replacements of any Party Walls. The foregoing
conditions shall be perpetual in duration and shall not be
subject to amendment of this Declaration.

Sharing of Repair. Replacement and Maintenance for

Party walls.

(i) Generally. The cost of reasonable repair and
maintenance of Party Walls shall be shared equally by
the Owners of the Homes sharing such improvements
without prejudice, however, to the right of any Owner to
call for a larger contribution from the other under any
rule of law regarding liability for negligent or willful acts
or omissions.

(i) Failure to Contribute. In the event that an Owner shall
fail or refuse to pay his pro rata share of costs of repair,
maintenance, or replacement of a Party Wall (whether or
not through his own fault or the failure of his insurance
company to pay any claim), then and in that event, the
Owner advancing monies therefore shall have a right to
file a claim of lien for such monies advanced in the
Public Records and shall have the right to foreclose said
lien in accordance with the same procedural
requirements as now provided for in Florida Statutes for
foreclosure of a construction lien; provided, however,
such claim of lien shall be filed within ninety (90) days
from the date repairs or replacements are made to the
Party Wall and suit thereon shall be commenced one (1)
year from the date such lien is filed.

(c) Alterations. The Owner of a Home sharing a Party
Wall with an adjoining Home shall not cut windows or
other openings in the party Wall, nor make any
alterations, additions or structural changes in the Party
Wall without the joint .agreement of all of the Owners
sharing the Party Wall.

(d) Weatherproofing, Notwithstanding any other
provisions of this Declaration, an Owner who by his
negligent or willful act causes a Party Wall to be
exposed to the elements shall bear the whole cost of
furnishing the necessary protection against such
elements.

(e) Easements. Each Owner sharing a party Wall shall
have all easement rights reasonably necessary to
perform the obligations contained herein over the Homes
sharing the Party Wall.
